	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES OF THE 2018 AGM 
           6. ELECTION OF OFFICERS 

           Up-date:  A local resident, interrupted the Agenda and demanded that the Officers should be debarred from re-election unless they agreed to a change in Planning Law regarding “the openness in the Green Belt.”  He cited a Judicial Review of Elmbridge Borough Council’s approval of a sports facility in the Green Belt that took place in the Royal Courts of Justice in February 2017.  When challenged by the Co-Chair, Angus Idle, the resident stated that the application could be downloaded.  As a result, it was then discovered that he was referring to a
· £17.9m sports facility that had been built on a restored landfill site and opened in September 2017, and is still operating
· The project was for a floodlit full-size football pitch

· 8-lane floodlit running track to UK Athletics standard 

· 500 seat stadium        >    Function room with bar      >   6 changing rooms and a club room.  

RH believed the resident misled the meeting because there is no comparison with the Elmbridge Borough Council’s proposal and the small scale Multi-Use-Games-Area proposed for the King George V Playing Field, the size of two tennis courts.

A further note:  The latest National Planning Guidance for Green Belt Policy GB2 is a strengthening of the policy on sport & recreation.

	CO-CHAIRS’ REPORT

The Co-Chairs’ Report covering the issues, events and activities that the HVRA has been involved with throughout the year was given by Janet, and is attached to these Minutes.  She added that the HVRA keeps a watchful eye on what is going on locally in planning terms and how it liaises with Transport for Bucks on issues relating to roads etc.  She was delighted that we have 7 new Road Reps:  Jane Boughton, Catherine Hinds, Annie Jenkins, Elaine Merrilees, Brenda Morris, Nancy Pomfret and Rebecca Rycroft. Mrs Rudkin will help with distribution in Bryants Bottom.
Janet paid tribute to John Docket for being Editor of Hughenden News for the past 4 years and Gill Graham who assisted him with advertising.  She hoped he is now enjoying good health. With grateful thanks for all their invaluable help and service over many years, she said goodbye to Road Reps James Perkins, Al and Christine Bowyer, Anna Burniston and Clare Atkinson.  She also thanked Vice-Chair, Jerry Morley for frequently assisting with traffic incidents on Coombe Lane and Rosemary for her hard work being Secretary and organising the recent Senior Citizens Party.
She recognised that the village demographic is changing.  Many residents have moved out and others have moved him.  There are notably more wheel-chair users, parents pushing prams and young children on their scooters and bikes but regrettably the traffic is not getting any less or going any slower.

	TREASURER’S REPORT  

The Treasurer drew attention to his Report and the draft Constitution.  He explained that he could see a number of typos and other issues in the 1998 Constitution that needed to be amended or brought up-to-date.  He joined the Sub-Committee which reviewed it during the past year and he brought the amendments to the Executive Committee for discussion.  He believed the draft Constitution reflected that discussion and went through every amendment with a detailed explanation as set out in the attached Treasurer’s Report.
It was agreed unanimously to accept the draft Constitution but because the meeting was not Quorate it was agreed that all the decisions made by the meeting should stand and be subject to ratification at a later date - either prior to/or at the next AGM.
Treasurer’s Report

PC explained the simple Income & Expenditure Account that showed £10,115 of income over £8,341 of expenditure giving an excess of £1,774.  The 2 Deposit A/Cs held £6,084, and £3,419 is in the Current A/C despite paying the printers for the Spring edition of Hughenden News after 5th April.  He praised the excellent job that John Dockett had done to collect so much revenue from advertising. The HVRA had donated £600 towards the new Community Notice Board and £500 towards the new playground equipment.
Bearing in mind anticipated outgoings, PC recommended that the annual sub remains at £5, and he would like to see the target of 75% increased to 80% of households joining the HVRA as there are many benefits e.g. a watchful eye is kept on planning and a Committee that strives to implement remedies to residents’ concerns - a Residents Association that is helping to make the village a pleasant and safe environment for everyone.
At the AGM in 2017, PC said he would be Treasurer for 2 years only.  As he is stepping down he has managed to find a replacement, Sarah Johnson who lives in Warrendene Road.  Due to personal reasons Sarah will take over fully in October and PC has agreed to keep things “ticking over” until then.
