	The Chairman opened the meeting by paying tribute to the lives of Eric Powell and Loretta Kemp.  Flowers have been sent to the Kemp family and it was AGREED that a donation of £30.00 be made to Iain Rennie Hospice At Home on behalf on Eric Powell.

	Minutes of the previous monthly meeting held on Tuesday 3rd February 2009.

These were RESOLVED as a true record of that meeting and duly signed by the chairman.

	Matters Arising
4.1  The Chairman thanked Al Bowyer for arranging the Social Evening at The Harrow in January.  It is proposed that a similar event be organised in August when there is no committee meeting.

4.2  The Chairman thanked Dory Morgan for collecting litter along Valley Road prior to recent funerals and Janette Saville for organising and collecting rubbish left by travellers from the field at the junction of Cryers Hill with Valley Road.
Action: Rosemary Hewitt to contact WDC to have collected rubbish removed from field.

	Treasurer’s Report.

Total as at 3rd March 2009; Deposit Account £5,045.45, Current Account £1,524.88, Cash & Cheques in hand £71.45, Total Current Funds £6,641.78, Uncleared cheques £655.77, Available Funds £5,986.01.  The following was highlighted; £2,816 received for Hughenden News advertising and £2,337 received in Subscriptions during 2008/2009.

	Events.

6.1 Annual General Meeting.  The date for the AGM needs to be rescheduled, as the Chairman is not available to attend on the first Tuesday in May, June or July.  
Action: Janet Idle to coordinate Small Village Hall availability with Chairman’s availability in May and organise a guest speaker.

6.2 Senior Citizens Evening.  A comedy magician has been booked as entertainment.

6.3 Hughenden Parish  Council.  AGM Tuesday 12th May, Parish Open Meeting Tuesday 19th May.  Locations to be confirmed.
Action: Janet Idle to publish dates in Hughenden News.

	Reports.

7.1 Village Hall.  Sara Hamilton reported that Bob Hawkins is the new treasurer.  A meeting will be held to discuss refurbishment requirements.  The Committee Room could be converted into a kitchen.  Quotes for equipment and new drainage are to be sought.  The Village Shop will open in a few weeks time when issues concerning the car park entrance have been resolved with Highways.  Interior decorating of hall ceiling and walls will take place over Easter.  A fundraising Bingo Night will take place on Saturday 21st March at 8pm.
Action:  Geoff Wright to attend next Village Hall Committee Meeting on Monday 6th April 2009.

7.2 Warrendene Road. Residents report problems associated with early morning and frequent noise from County Supplies Ltd.  It was noted that a new kerb has been built at the entrance to Hughenden Valley but that the village entry gate has not yet been relocated to a safer position.

7.3 Bryants Bottom.  There is still no new village entry gate at Bryants Bottom south.  Bryants Bottom Road has many potholes and is in a very poor state of repair.  Hedges along the road are overgrown and a danger to road users.
Action:  Jill Armshaw to contact BCC and find out when the village signs will be installed and write to Highways on behalf of HVRA requesting an improvement to road surface.  Lin Smith agreed to raise these matters with Hughenden Parish Council.  Sara Hamilton to try to establish ownership of overgrown hedges.

7.4 Whitfield Road.  Angus Idle reported that land owned by Parish Council above the allotments is in need of maintenance.
Action: Angus Idle to contact Parish Council Clerk concerning land in question.

7.5 Parish Council.  It is proposed that a ‘climbing wall’ be placed for one day in each of the four parish wards at a date to be arranged in early summer to promote interest among young people.  HVRA was asked to contribute to the funding of this project and suggest a suitable site.  It was RESOLVED that HVRA agreed in principal with the proposal and would make a financial contribution within reason.  HVRA suggested Parish consult local schools and the Village Hall concerning suitable sites.
Action: Fiona Humphreys to send copy of HVRA minutes and agendas to Lin Smith. 

7.6 Planning Sub-committee.  

Coombe Lane Stores has sold its newspaper business to Freemans of High Wycombe.  Following appeal refusal the retail area must be reinstated by 15th March 2009.

The Harrow Public House is closed but may reopen under new local tenants.

The Grove planning application Informal Public Enquiry will be held at WDC at 10am on Tuesday 10th March 2009.

Home Farm, Bryants Bottom, enforcement issues have been resolved and the case closed.

The High Wycombe Society is holding a meeting at 7.30pm on Friday 6th March at the Quaker Rooms, London Road, High Wycombe to discuss The Hughenden Corridor.

Buildbase was refused permission to erect perimeter fencing by WDC.  The owner is happy to discuss with HVRA more appropriate fencing.  Dory Morgan suggested that a prickly hedge might solve the security problem.
Action: Dory Morgan and Paul Cawte to establish a dialogue with Buildbase concerning the appearance and management of the site.

7.7 Road Safety.  The police report on the recent road traffic accident on Valley Road near Hughenden Manor did not mention the absence of street lighting as a causative factor.  

The street sign outside the Harrow Public House is broken.

Following several accidents on Coombe Lane during the recent winter weather, Paul Cawte reported that the Armco crash barrier at Burnham Road has been damaged.
Action: Lin Smith to ask Parish Council to report to Highways that all street furniture on Coombe Lane should be checked and replaced as necessary.

Action: Paul Cawte to contact NAG.

	Newsletter.

	10.
	Projects.

10.1 Consideration of salt bins.  

Feedback from consultation was considered.  Opinion was divided with those against concerned the bins might be unsightly, obstruct pavements, be targets of vandalism/graffiti and that the application of salt would have a limited effect if the underlying snow had not already been cleared.  Paul Cawte proposed that HVRA could fund the purchase of bags of salt, which could be used by residents during wintry conditions.  Concerns were expressed regarding insurance liability and health and safety issues.
Action: Al Bowyer and Paul Cawte to investigate liability and health and safety issues.

David Johnston proposed that future HVRA Committee Meetings commence at 7.30pm, allowing more time for discussion and enabling the meeting to close earlier.  Al Bowyer seconded this motion and it was RESOLVED that future meetings commence at 7.30pm instead of 8.00pm.
