Minutes of the previous meeting (3.3.09): 

7.1:  Village Hall:  The £60,000 extension is not continuing but major works are being considered



7.6:  Planning Sub-committee:  Dory Morgan and Paul Cawte are still to contact Buildbase.


7.7:  Road Safety:  It was noted that the accidents on Coombe Lane were due to the snow.

Treasurers Report:  As at the 31st March, the Current Account is £816.11 plus cash in hand of £3.45.  The Deposit Account is £5046.00.  Balance including uncleared cheques of £99.19 totals £5766.37.  Al Bowyer noted that all the revenue from advertising has been received totally appx £2855.  The cost of the newsletters, less the donation from Hughenden Parish Council is appx. £3400.

Events:



5.1:
Annual General Meeting:   No further information is available as Janet Idle is away.  It was noted that 3 weeks notice has to given before the AGM.


5.2:
Senior Citizens Entertainment:  A magician, Eugene Mattias, has been booked for 23rd May.  It was agreed that Rosemary Hewitt would organise the buffet.  She requested help and a list was circulated.  The evening to start at 5.15pm but help would be needed to set up the hall.  Paul Cawte agreed to act as Master of Ceremonies.

6.
Reports

6.1:
Village Hall.  Geoff Wright attended the last meeting when the plans for the kitchen works was discussed.  It was suggested that a member of the Village Hall Committee would be welcomed at the HVRA meeting to explain the proposed works.


Village Hall fundraising events are being organised by Al Bowyer and he thanked road representatives for delivering the newsletters.  A successful Bingo evening was held raising £477.  A treasure hunt is to be held over the Easter weekend.  



Other items discussed:  In connection with the link path between the hall and Valley Road, it had been suggested that instead of installing railings as a barrier moving the seat would be considered. The moving of the notice board from outside the shop to within the village hall grounds was discussed.  It was noted that HVRA has previously agreed to share the cost of this.


The meeting had also suggested that it would be appropriate to have a memorial to the late Eric Powell.  This was discussed within the HVRA meeting and a suggestion made to name the annual Village Hall mid-summer barn dance after him.  


Action:   Dory Morgan agreed to attend the next meeting and to take this suggestion to this meeting.


6.2:
Village Shop.
Tony Horton, Chairman of Village Shop Ltd, attended to discuss the forthcoming opening.  The village community shop is to be held in a temporary portacabin which is to be installed on 8th April.  It is proposed that a formal opening will be held on 16th May with a ‘soft’ opening about 10 days before to check the equipment and security systems.  Hayley Russell has been employed as Manager.  A team of volunteers will assist and more volunteers are needed.  Approval has  been given for 2 years and it is hoped that by then a more permanent site will have been found.  Mr Horton outlined the services that would be offered, including a delivery service and pointed out that any profit would be for the local community.  It is intended at the moment that opening hours would be from 7.30am to 6pm.  

6.3:
Bryants Bottom:  Sara Hamilton reported that it was thought that a contributory factor to a recent accident at the Speen/Hampden crossroads was the adverse camber.  The father of the driver is taking this further and Paul Cawte suggested that HVRA would be interested to hear the response he has so that an opportunity could be taken to follow this up by HVRA.


Jill Armshaw said that after she contacted the owners of the fields nearby The Gate pub, the hedges were cut, which apparently has revealed a quantity of rubbish.  This was discussed.  She also noted that the white gates were to be installed/moved week commencing 6.4.09

6.4:
Warrenden Road:  Al Bowyer reported that residents near County Supplies Ltd are very distressed over the number of lorries parking outside their houses, sometimes blocking their driveways.  Councillor Pushman is aware of the situation as are the police.  Al has been requested to bring this matter to the attention of the meeting.  It was also suggested that this should be taken to the Councillors Surgery, which is to be held on 17th April between 5 and 6.30pm in the Small Village Hall.
Action:   It was suggested that a small sub-committee be formed to talk to the residents to discuss the situation and to find out what the key issues were.  It was agreed that Al Bowyer, Paul Cawte, Dory Morgan and Rosemary Hewitt form this subcommittee.  Al would arrange a meeting shortly with a view to talking to residents to take their key issues to The Surgery.  
6.5:
Parish Council:  Lin Smith reported that she has talked to Lyn Turner, Clerk to the Parish Council about the poor condition of the road.  It was noted that the crash barrier at Burnham Road has not yet been repaired and Lin would take this to the Council.
6.6:
Planning Sub-Committee:  The Grove:  Dory Morgan and Rosemary Hewitt attended the public meeting and the meeting of the High Wycombe Society.  It was noted that plans Amersham/Wycombe College had for the Compare site had now been abandoned.
6.7:
Road Safety and Neighbourhood Action:  Paul Cawte reported that the police would be back to monitor speeds along Warrenden Road as a previous visit was cancelled due to fog.  It was reported that Buildbase had been broken into and one of the thieves had been caught. NAG meeting also reported increased incidents of fly tipping and to ring 01895 837362 (South Bucks District Council Waste Partnership) or 0845 3301856  to report any incidents.

7.
Newsletter:   Al Bowyer reported that the income from advertising this year was appx. £1000 less that previously and that this situation would need reviewing. 

8.
Projects:    In connection with the Salt Bins, Al Bowyer had contacted the insurance company and was awaiting a reply.

Any other business:   Paul Cawte noted that all the allotments have now been taken and this is similar to the position in neighbouring areas.
